Chair’s Report

SIMT Report
Weiner noted that the student representatives were not attending the UIC meetings.  Suggestions were presented to encourage attendance and engage the students in council meeting.

Weiner noted that the strategic plan needed to be viewed as a UIC/SIMT document and that it is tentatively scheduled to be on the UIC January agenda.

The President and EVPP have signed off on the Coordinator of Global Partnerships position but additional approvals are required before the position can be finalized; it is anticipated that someone could be in the position by January 1.

ISFS Update
McCallum Beatty presented a summary of the ISFS’s primary duties, recent milestones and 2010-11 highlights along with a comparison table on staffing, international enrollment, visiting scholars, international faculty and staff, and the processing times for specific document between the fall 2005 term and the current fall term.  

OUCOM Planning and Assessment Report
Ice stated that in reviewing student related activities for 2010 term, 23% of students participated in some type of international health program.  Many of these students do summer exchange programs.  The College is trying to develop a Global Health Track with prospective grant funding. The health track would offer a certificate when completed. One of the findings that seems to be surfacing in Clinical Skills evaluations is that students with international experience seem to evaluate higher.
