Hale convened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The June 3, 2005, minutes were approved.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports
International Linkages 
Romano brought three proposals before the council.  
The first proposal, Memorandum of Understanding between Department of Management and Business, BRAC University, Dhaka, Bangladesh, and College of Business, Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, USA, was introduced over the summer but consensus on approval was still pending so it was presented to council following revisions to the original proposal.  Rangan, representing the College of Business, stated that there would be no changes in student admission standards from the MOU between Bangalore, India and OU’s College of Business – BRAC will be recruiting for the OU MBA program in Bangalore.  Rangan also stated that admitted students will not be transferring credits into the MBA program and that faculty exchanges could be worked out later.  Because the proposal did not come from the committee, Romano moved that the motion be considered for a vote; the motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Clodfelter presented an exploratory MOU, Memorandum of Understanding between Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, USA and Beijing Foreign Studies University (BFSU), Beijing, PRC, with Lifelong Learning taking the lead for the proposal.  Shostak spoke for the proposal stating that BFSU had contacted him regarding English training for their students and teacher training for English instructors.  Shostak has been working with the Director of OPIE in developing this MOU.  Clodfelter noted that in reference to admission standards on page 4, an insert stating that applicants will need to meet OU requirements needs to be added.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
Clodfelter presented an MOU, Memorandum of Understanding between Bayero University, Kano, Nigeria, and Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, United States, that will initiate the development of educational cooperation and exchange between Bayero’s Centre for Democratic Research and Training, and OU’s Institute of the African Child and the African Studies program.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
International Travel Fund 
Holben stated that the travel fund was cut $3000 for the current fiscal year, leaving the committee with $15,000 to distribute.  The first round of funding spent approximately $3000 and the second round spent approximately $1900, leaving a balance of approximately $10,100 for the remaining three rounds.
Study Abroad
Coski presented three Education Abroad proposals for the council’s review and approval.
The first proposal, African Culture through the Arts, was submitted by the School of Music.  Coski stated that this program was new to OU but Younge, the instructor of record for the proposal, had successfully worked this program for many years in West Virginia.  Following discussion on the proposal, council determined that several points of clarification were necessary: include minimum Graduate GPA for admission; review the number of credit hours earned on the program; check the budget totals for accuracy; and recheck the dollar amount for vaccinations under Student Expenses.  Hale called for a vote on the proposal with clarifications. The motion passed unanimously.
Coski presented a proposal for additional study at Chubu University, extending the current fall quarter program to include winter and spring quarters, allowing OU students who wish to participate in a full academic year of study in Japan OU accreditation for the course work.  The Ohio University – Chubu University Study Abroad Program would facilitate both OU students, and Chubu and OU administrators.   Perdreau stated that the home-stay for the Chubu program was well established and could facilitate an extended stay. No additional recommendations were presented by council.  Hale called for a vote. The motion passed unanimously.
The third proposal was a site change for the Modern Languages’ French immersion program in France.  Coski stated that in the past two years the program had a drop in enrollment and that there were several advantages to the new location.  The new site is located on a university campus which will give the students more opportunity to interact with other international and French students, and allow OU faculty and students access to the university library and other academic facilities.  After a brief discussion, Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
International Student Services
Boyd noted that there were 230 new international students enrolled for Fall quarter.
Agenda Item #3:  Report by Associate Provost for International Programs

Rota informed the council that over the summer a proposal had been developed to address the pricing of OU programs abroad.  In setting tuition for these programs, the council must follow Board of Regents directives, which state that the cost of tuition cannot be less than in-state tuition.  Rota stated that a model has been developed to allow for a minimum fee but one that can maximize revenue at OU.  Rota said the proposal has been sent to the Provost.
Rota stated that council members should anticipate a proposal to restructure the UIC.  Rota stated that he anticipated a membership shift for the UIC to the Associate Dean level due to lack of communication between the UIC representatives and their Deans.  Rota noted that the Study Abroad and Linkages committees were highly praised.  Several members questioned why council members were not involved in the restructuring discussion or charged with evaluating the effectiveness of the council.  When members asked for an outline of the restructuring, Rota stated that the restructuring of the UIC was still being formulated and a concrete plan was not available.
