Luce was unable to attend, so Weiner conducted the meeting in his place.  Weiner convened the meeting at 1:12 pm.  
The minutes from the June meeting were discussed first.  They were approved as written.
Discussion of the Senior International Management Team (SIMT) and the UIC Retreat
Weiner asked for feedback on the retreat.  Marshall voiced appreciation for the Provost spending as much time as she did at the retreat.  Thompson thought it was very informative.  McCallum Beatty asked for the notes from the retreat to please be distributed to the UIC.  Brunton will make sure that is done.

Pae was somewhat disappointed in some of the views of the members of the SIMT team.  She is not sure they understand the broad international programs.  Weiner suggested that the UIC and SIMT continue to work on their relationship and ways to improve.  McCallum Beatty stressed that communication is key and that it is vital to the success of international programs.  Tadlock thought it would be helpful for information to be shared with both groups in regards to resources.  Weiner suggested having the chair of the UIC give a report at the SIMT meetings monthly and vice versa.  
The group was asked to vote on the time and date of the next UIC-SIMT retreat.  They voted to have the retreat on Thursday, December 4th from 1-5 pm.

Committee Reports:

Planning and Assessment

No report at this time.
International Travel Fund

There were six applications for the September cycle.  They were all funded at 73% of their requested funding.  The next deadline is November 1st for travel starting in January or February.  Beamish stated that she would make sure the deadline was heavily advertised in Outlook and in the departments.
Study Abroad

Marshall submitted a proposal for a change of venue.  The OUCOM Surgical Team to Honduras was changed to the OUCOM Surgical Team to Salvador.  It was approved as written with Huq abstaining.
Linkages

Weiner asked Uijt de Haag to review the linkages agreement from the past year to make sure they have all continued to move along in the process and that there are not any agreements unsigned.  
Uijt de Haag presented the MOU between OHIO and East China Normal University first.  Weiner suggested asking Brooke Halowell to make sure she was still interested in the agreement.  Marshall wanted clarification on whether it was an exchange or a research project.  The council voted to table the MOU until the clarifications could be made.
The MOU between Al al-Bayt University in Jordan and OHIO was discussed next.  Tadlock voiced concern with all parties being aware of the MOU.  Weiner assured her that they were all aware.  The agreement was then approved with minor changes.  Tadlock abstained.
The third MOU to be presented was one between OHIO and Deustche Geselschaft fur Osteopathische Medizin.  After some discussion, the MOU was approved with a few grammatical changes.

The agreement between OHIO and Groupe Ecole Superierure de Commerce Pau (ESC Pau), France was discussed next.  Marshall did not like the term ‘exchange’ and asked for it to be removed since it isn’t an actual exchange.  McCallum Beatty was concerned about the immigration issues.  Uijt de Haag will revise the MOU along with the director of CIBED and others involved and present it to the group in November.
It was decided that the MOU between OHIO and Universiti Tenaga Nasional be tabled for the time being until it can be determined if there is any interest.
The meeting adjourned at 2:46 pm.
