Hale opened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The minutes of the June 6, 2003, meeting were approved.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports

International Faculty Professional Travel:

Holben stated that a record low number of applications were received for the October 2003 round.  Four (4) applications were received and all were funded.  A total amount of $1625 was awarded leaving a balance of $10,000 for the remainder of the year.  Holben stated that the next round for applications would be due October 15, 2003.

International Linkages:

Romano stated that the committee had one proposal for discussion, Memorandum of Understanding – the Syrian Virtual University and Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, United States.  Shostak was present to introduce and take comments on the MoU.  He noted that he was presenting the MoU to the council as a first review.  Shostak gave a brief background on the MoU stating that the Syrian University was a private and virtual university.  He stated that both concepts were new ideas for Syrians and they were looking for partners.  At this time no students registered at the Syrian Virtual University were enrolled in OU courses, but students were enrolled in European and other US universities. Members of the Council recommended that any references to a master degree program be struck from the document and that it be specifically stated that the MoU is for a bachelor degree program only.  Gotfried asked if there would be assessment tools to evaluate the accomplishments of the program.  Shostak stated that he would make changes to the document and then bring it back to a council meeting.

Clodfelter proposed a recommendation from Rota (who was unable to attend the meeting) that a cover letter or form be constructed for linkage proposals that would act as a signature page, similar to the Study Abroad cover page, and would be a mandatory sheet when submitting proposals to the International Linkages committee. Hale called a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Study Abroad:

Partyka presented two proposals for consideration by council.

Fine Arts in London was submitted to the committee by the College of Fine Arts.  Partyka stated that the College of Fine Arts already supports study abroad trips to London and other than a few corrections to the student ‘out of pocket’ budget the committee had approved the proposal.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Field Studies in France – Modern Languages 250B was submitted to the committee by OU Chillicothe. Partyka noted that this proposal is very similar to the OU Chillicothe Mexican proposal submitted last year, a cultural program using home-stay accommodations, and that the committee recommended approval.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.
Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum:

Luce was unable to attend the meeting.  Luce forwarded the following report to the Chair.  The first ICC meeting will be October 10 and the first order of business will be to discuss the directions OU should undertake to prevent us from being seriously hurt by current regulations and attitudes abroad toward the US.
