Luce convened the meeting at 1:10 pm.
Rota presented an updated version of the Reorganization of the University International Council.  He explained the changes and fielded all questions concerning the new structure.  There will be three committees proposed in the new council:  International Operations Committee, International Implementation Committee, and the International Strategy Committee.  There was lots of discussion concerning the committee configuration and workload that it may impose on some council members.
Sormaz and Li then presented the updated draft of the Bylaws of the University International Council.  Membership details were discussed in length.  Some changes were made and Li agreed to send out another draft with the changes for the council to review.  The council agreed that an electronic vote will suffice to approve the bylaws.
Marshall then requested that a new chair be named for the current Study Abroad Committee.  Harvey Ballard has been nominated.

Li presented an MOU between Niigata University of Management in Kamo-City, Niigata, Japan and Ohio University.  There were a few grammatical changes made.  The MOU was approved unanimously as amended.
The Agreement on Cooperation between Ohio University and Siam University of Bangkok, Thailand was then presented by Clodfelter.  The council suggested a few revisions.  It was then approved unanimously as amended.

Knee then introduced some wording changes that the International Travel Fund (ITF) committee has been working on for the ITF application and description for How to Apply sections of the website.  The council agreed with the changes unanimously.
