SIMT Report - None
International Travel Fund Committee Report
Ten applications were received for international travel which were all approved. One (1) application was received late from the Chillicothe campus, an exception was made to approve this application since the campus was without a Dean. It was also suggested that the award letter should state that this was an exception and did set precedence for future applications.
Schneider said that it would be a good idea to publicize the fund more and suggested that Carr and herself will work together to put an announcement out on Compass one (1) month before the first cycle. This will help to make campus community aware that the fund is available, and bring attention to the application process.
Study Abroad committee Report
Marshall gave an overview of the services provided through International SOS (a travel and security company.) The service is covered by Ohio University and is available for all international travel by Ohio University faculty, staff and students – not just study abroad travel. Marshall also noted that there is a wealth of information on their website for persons wishing to travel abroad. Access to the information is free but if there is a need to use their services for evacuation purposes if there is unrest in a particular area of a country abroad there will be a charge. Marshall said that there will be a person appointed by the Provost authorized to approve non-study abroad travel. The International SOS website can be accessed through a link on the Study Abroad website. 



Linkages committee Report
One MOU was presented – Al Baha University, Al Baha Saudi Arabia. The MOU was approved as amended.
Discussion of the By-Laws
There was some discussion regarding various sections of the by-laws. Luce said that he will look at the suggestions and changes and include the edits so that members would have an opportunity to review them before the main document is submitted to faculty senate. Schneider had a number of suggestions and changes will send them to Luce via e-mail.

Chair Election
Ballard made a motion to re-elect Luce as UIC chair. The motion was unanimously approved.
Other Business
Adeyanju will still remain chair of the ITF but will not be a voting member. He will attend meetings occasionally because of his interest in international health initiatives.
