Luce convened the meeting at 1:10 pm.
The meeting began with introductions. Tim Ryan is now the representative for the College of Health Sciences and Professions, replacing Matthew Adeyanju. 
The minutes from the June 3rd meeting were discussed first.  They were approved with one minor correction from Marshall regarding the SOS insurance, which is available for all university international travel, not just study abroad travel. 
UIC Chair’s Report 
Luce provided an overview of the new approval system for new ITPs and MoUs. The system will provide information on which agreements are in review and in which stage of the review process they are in. Luce provided folders with instructions for use of the system. Gunn asks who is on the Linkages Committee. Luce will be asking for volunteers for this committee soon. 
SIMT Report – Weiner is unable to attend the meeting today. A discussion of the strategic plan will take place at the next meeting. Copies of the strategic plan were provided to those who did not have them. 
International Travel Fund Committee Report
Spreadsheet provided for group approved during the summer. The current cycle has not yet been approved. Carr has received CommonSpot training and will be working to update the UIC website upon her return next week. The ITF page has been updated; the remainder of the pages will be updated in the coming weeks.  Guinigundo and Carr are working on a press release to publicize the ITF and proposal deadlines for the current academic year. The SIMT is now funding the ITF at $20,000 annually, increased $5000 from years past. 
Planning and Assessment Report
Luce has looked into the issue of UIC membership for updating the bylaws. A question still remains regarding student representative participation. The reappointment of the Chair has been added to the draft revision allowing for reappointment. Wording was also included for permitting electronic decision making. Guinigundo raised a question whether the Center for International Studies and the Voinovich school – as degree granting units outside of a College – should be listed with the Colleges under membership. Luce will speak with Mark Weinberg about whether or not to have UIC representation from the Voinovich School. Guinigundo will speak with Greg Emery to see if he would like to remain on the UIC or have the GLC represented by the Center for International Studies representative. The bylaws will be tabled and discussed for the final time at the next meeting. 
One area where UIC is weak is program evaluation. Luce asks UIC to take a look at this more closely. The new electronic tracking system does have the capability to include evaluation data. 
Study Abroad Committee Report
Ryan presented a proposal from Mirit Shoham and Kevin Grieves to takes students to Leipzig University in June 2012. The SAC tentatively approved the proposal pending syllabi to have more information on the academic content of the program. After a review of those documents, the SAC signed off on the proposal. Marshall expects that the budget for the program will be revised pending further negotiations regarding the on-site coordinator fee which will help with marketability. Proposal is approved unanimously. Carr will be asked to notify faculty of approval when she receives the signed copies back from the Provost’s office. 
Linkages Committee Report
Guinigundo provided a brief history on the relationships with the University of Malaya and the Royal University of Phnom Penh, both of which are renewals. Gunn asked why the University of Malaya agreement is more detailed than the RUPP agreement. Guinigundo stated that there has been more activity with the UM partnership and more details on activity are available.  RUPP agreement approved as amended. University of Malaya agreement approved as amended. 
Ice suggests the template for the general MOU be added to the website. Carr will be asked to provide Luce with the template once she returns. 
An agreement with Xi’an Jiaotong agreement was proposed by COB. Marshall states the addendum for the GCP program be vetted through the SAC prior to consideration. McCallum Beatty asks if students will be exchanged. Marshall has concerns about the administration of the exchange portion of this agreement. Pae has concerns regarding the mention of a 1+3 and 2+2 programs which would require an articulation. Luce recommends tabling this agreement to give the Linkages Committee a change to review it at length. 
National Economic University Vietnam Activity Agreement: Doroodian attended the meeting to answer questions. Guinigundo asked about transfer of credits; all credit will be OU credit so none will be transferred. Hug stated that the minimum cost for any program overseas must be at least $1 more than the in-state tuition rate. Marshall states that OU credit must be charged OU prices. Doroodian states 12 courses will be offered – 6 in Hanoi, 6 in Athens. 59 credit hours total for the degree. ½ of the instruction is provided by Vietnamese faculty. Marshall asks what the approval process is for setting a different nonresident surcharge and what the process is for approval. Huq states COB sought approval from Provost’s office. Yost states a fee is assessed in excess of tuition BOT must sign off. Resume and vita for faculty in Vietnam will be approved for teaching. Huq asks whether OU accredidation would be impacted by ½ courses taught by non-OU faculty.  Online evaluation of faculty will be conducted at end of courses. Tadlock asks whether the proposal has gone through Graduate Council. Admission process will be handled by ECON;s graduate committee through the same online application process. Vietnamese partner will market program in Vietnam with same entry requirements. All courses taught in English. Students will spend second half of program in Athens. Students assume risk of not getting visa when entering the program. McCallum states that these students may have to apply for a J-1 visa with a 2-year home residency program. The students would come in a cohort. Hug suggests ECON detail the tuition structure and discuss with John Day and Duncan Brown in Graduate Council and Jenny Hines and bring to the next UIC meeting for further discussion.
Other Business
Marshall announced that Janice Bailey-Magill will be leaving Education Abroad. She also states that the IEP representative in the OEA is going well. Kari Beall is the IEP representative. 
McCallum Beatty announces that the International Dinner will take place on Saturday, October 22 at 6pm in the Baker Ballroom. Global Meet and Greet gathering will take place October 12 in WIEC from 4-5pm.  
McCallum Beatty stated we now have a record number of international students - 1574 international students on campus and the majority are now undergraduates.
Luce adjourned the meeting at 2:45pm.
